Liquid crystal panel

liquid crystal panel. Display the white screen test
pattern for more than an hour to remove it. See
“TEST PATTERN” on page 43.

® The liquid crystal panel of the projector is built with
very high precision technology to provide fine picture
details. Occasionally, a few stuck pixels may appear
on the screen as fixed points of blue, green or red. It
is recommended to switch off the projector once and
try after 1 hour later again. Please note that this does
not affect the performance of your LCD.

The projector has a high pressure mercury lamp and

that is characterized as follows.

® The brightness of the lamp depends on the duration
of use.

® The lamp may explode or shorten the lamp life by
shocks or chipping damage.

® The lamp may explode only occasionally after using
the projector.

® The lamp may explode if using the projector after the
instructed lamp replacement timing.

® When the lamp exploded, it emits internal smoke-like
gas.

® The lamp life is depends on individual lamp
characteristics, usage condition and the installation
environment. Especially the consecutive use of the
projector for more than 10 hours, or the frequent
switching on or off may greatly affect on the lamp life.

Optical components

® It may be necessary to replace the optical
components such as liquid crystal panels and
polarizing plates if using the projector in a high
temperature environment or in a very dusty, oily
smoke or tobacco smoke environment.
